• Taking ownership of the athletes’ development. 
• Assisting in course setting as needed. 
• Ensuring all athletes are abiding by the NASA Code of Conduct. 
• Ensuring all NATC issued equipment is maintained and operational throughout the season, i.e., gate 

repair. 
• Understanding the full NASA program and its structure; actively promote the Club.
